Hello Walkers


Here is the next programme of walks, hope that you can all find something to suit you. Please take time to read through the GUIDELINES FOR WALKERS below which has been updated to take in recent events.

 GUIDELINES FOR WALKERS


1. START POINT   - Unless otherwise stated all walks meet in Wickwar Road Car Park, Chipping sodbury in time to arrange car sharing, get route instructions and depart at 9.30 am   Walks where start time is different are marked**





2.  WALK DETAILS For more details please contact leaders e.g. if you wish to go straight to the start.





3.  WALK DIFFICULTY to enable you to choose walks which are most suited to your ability please refer to the grades in the box below. If you wish to know how long a walk should take reckon that we walk at about 2 miles per hour plus stops and remember to add journeying time to and from the start.





Grading of Walks





Easy  walks are on relatively level easy ground with few if any stiles.


Medium walks are in more hilly areas or have a number of stiles some of which may be difficult to climb.


Strenuous are for the more able and experienced walkers.





4. PICNICS– We recommend bringing a picnic on all daytime walks. Even though walks of 5 miles or less should be completed before 1o’clock this may not be possible in the event of a delay. Walks do often end at a pub and a number of people do like to socialise over a drink and/or a pub lunch. However even if a pub is mentioned we cannot guarantee that it will be open or that there will be sufficient time to stop for a meal. Remember to carry sufficient drink on all walks.


A snack should be sufficient for evening walks.





5. FIRST AID 


a) Please carry a personal first aid kit particular to your possible needs.


b) Please inform the walk leader in private if necessary if you have any medical condition that could be a problem e.g. diabetic and need regular stops for food.
